Durham Fell Runners Constitution
1. Title
The club shall be named “Durham Fell Runners”, herein referred to as “the Club”.

2. Objectives
The objectives of the Club shall be :

a. To encourage, promote and develop fell running.

b. To promote, organise and encourage the holding of fell running competitions, meetings, championships, leagues and events.

3. Membership
Membership to the Club shall be open to all persons interested in the sport of fell running and its related activities.  Classes of membership and relevant membership subscription rates will be set by the membership at General Meeting. 

Application for membership to the Club must be made via the General Committee for consideration and recommendation. In the event of a refusal of membership, the General Committee, at its own discretion, may or may not disclose the grounds for said refusal.

4. General Meetings
a.
Annual General Meetings
An Annual General Meeting of members shall be held not more than 60 days after the Club’s year-end date of 28th February.
The Club Secretary shall notify each member, via by any means deemed suitable by the committee, of the proposed time and place of the meeting at least 21 days in advance, requiring that nominations and other items of business for the meeting shall be notified at least 14 days before the meeting is due to take place. Additional nominations may be made at the Annual General Meeting
b.
Extraordinary General Meetings
An Extraordinary General Meeting shall be called, and held within 21 days:

1. at the instruction of the Officers;

2. at the instruction of the General Committee; or

3. on the written request of ten members or 25 per cent of the membership, whichever is the least.

The Secretary shall notify each member at least 14 days prior to the meeting stating the time and place of the meeting and the business to be transacted at the meeting.
c.
Voting at General Meetings

Fully paid up members are entitled to one vote only at any general meeting. Members not able to attend the General Meeting are entitled to register their vote by post with the Club Secretary not less than two days prior to the date of the General Meeting.
5.
Management and Officers
The management of the Club shall be vested in a General Committee consisting of the following Officers
a.
Chairman;
b.
Secretary;

c. Treasurer;

d. Membership Secretary

e. Other officers as deemed appropriate by the members of the Club at the Annual General Meeting.
The Officers of the Club shall be elected annually by the members at the Annual General Meeting.  
6.
Sub-committees
The General Committee may appoint such sub-committees and additional Officers as may be required for the conduct of specific activities or the management of the Club’s athletic activities.
7.
Finance
The Club shall be empowered to hold funds for the promotion, development and administration of the Club’s activities. Administration costs shall be met from funds of the Club in accordance with principles laid down by the General Committee of the Club and subject to budgetary control.

The club is empowered to raise funds for the above by setting membership subscriptions and other methods of fund raising as the Club General Committee may decide.
8.
Maintenance of Records
The Club Secretary shall be responsible for the maintenance of minutes and other records relating to the work, decisions and activities of the Committee. These shall be made available to any club member on request.

The Club Treasurer shall be responsible for the maintenance of financial records as required by the Committee, and records shall be the subject of regular reports to the General Committee and be summarised for annual presentation to members.
